Cell Analogy Prezi Project
Like the cell city analogy worksheet you completed, you will need to create your own analogy for the following organelles of a cell.  Start by thinking of a “protein” that your analogy would create.  Please include the Nucleus, Rough Endoplasmic Reticulum, Mitochondria, Ribosomes, Golgi Apparatus, Cell Membrane, and the Cytoplasm.  If you use a plant cell include the Chloroplasts and Cell wall, whereas if you use an animal cell include the Cytoskeleton and Lysosomes.  (You must choose a plant OR animal cell)
Also, like the example provided, you must create a story including descriptions of the analogy as they relate to the organelle’s function within the cell.  This story will be used to create a Prezi that will be shared with the class as you tell your story.  Use the Cell City Analogy as an example to help you through this project. At the end of the project, be sure to include a works cited with all the websites you used to get your pictures.
You will present this to the class using the Smartboard – be sure you know your analogy well and are comfortable explaining it to the class.  Practice at least once at home before getting up in front of the class!!
Check list of what you need to do:

· Go to Prezi.com and create an account. (this is free)

· Think of a theme that you would like to use for your analogy.  Be sure to pick a topic you know something about so that you will be able to think of analogies to match the function of the organelles.

· Use the cell analogy planning page to plan out your prezi and write a story that you will be able to share with the class
· Find images online that you can use for your cell, the protein and the analogies. These will need to be saved to your documents folder.

· Create your prezi (this can be done as you search for your images).

· On the day you present, you will need to turn in your cell analogy planning page TYPED.
